Shoe Share
The Rights Respecting Schools Ambassadors delivered an assembly to the rest of the school today. They informed the children that Twiss Green is currently working on 'Article 28: The Right to Education' and have organised a Shoe Share at our school. Clarks have been working in partnership with UNICEF since 2008 supporting the education of vulnerable children by raising money through shoe donations. UNICEF is the world’s leading organisation for children, ensuring more children are fed, vaccinated, educated and protected than any other organisation. All you need to do is gather your old and unwanted shoes from around the house and bring them into school on Thursday 14th March. The shoes should be in relatively good condition and paired with a rubber band. For every tonne of shoes collected, a donation is made to UNICEF which goes towards education programmes around the world. Your shoes will help to change children’s lives by buying educational equipment such as the ‘School in a Box’. ‘School in a Box’ can transform any space into a learning area, with enough resources to educate 40 children, allowing them the chance to learn, no matter where they are, or what disaster has struck them. Remember the more shoes you bring in, the more money we can raise for UNICEF - which helps children around the world to access their right to an education.
